Summary of Quantitative Data

· 28 out of 32 teachers who attended the training completed the survey 

·  Breakdown of participants: Grade R = 14% , Grade 1 = 25%, Grade 2 = 29% , Grade 3 = 21%,  Learning Support Advisors = 11% 

·  71% of the teachers attended all 5 of the training sessions. 8 teachers who missed the first session had not been informed about the session. 

· 93% (25) of the teachers indicated that the workshop had either met or exceeded their expectations, while 7% (2) of teachers were uncertain. 

·  96% of the teachers rated the workshop (information presented, methods used, trainer's demonstrations, effectiveness of the trainer, etc.) as either very good or good on a four point scale (very good, good, average, poor)

·  96% indicated that the workshop had prepared them to implement the programme in their classes, while 1 teacher was uncertain

·  100% of the teachers were motivated to implement the programme: 64% were highly motivated and 36% were moderately motivated 
· 54% of the teachers rated the practical arrangements (venue, refreshments, communication, day of the week selected for training, etc.) as good on a three-point scale (good, average, poor), while 34% and 12% rated the arrangements as average and poor respectively. 44% of the participants rated the refreshments provided as poor.

BCP provides a way to perceive… (and) enhances the thinking skills of children. The programme… (helps) children work confidently and assists them to be accurate and precise.
Teachers use questions that evoke thinking and (inquiry), so that the learners are able to discover and experience for themselves

The programme provides a series of steps … in order to teach the most important concepts to children. The steps help to build a solid foundation for children …. The steps engage children and require (them to think) critically. Rather than telling children about concepts, we can rather guide them to discover the concept on their own.

The programme aims to develop independent, logical and flexible thinking in learners. Higher order, abstract thinking abilities (are developed) through  (activities that promote) perception, matching, comparing, classification and categorization, seriation and conservation.

The BCP is a learner-centred programme. Finding out what the learners’ know… and building on it: Working from the known to the unknown. I have learnt that teachers are mediators of knowledge and that we do not give learners answers, but (allow) them to learn through self discovery.

I left the workshop and felt that I understand how the programme works and how to implement it.
