Pixley Kaseme Education District: Evaluation of Teacher Training

(4—5 February, 2019)

Summary of Quantitative Data

· A total of 44 participants completed the survey. 
· Breakdown of participants: Grade R practitioners = 44, Volunteers = 2, Department of Education officials =  3
· 100% of the teachers, volunteers and officials all attended both days of training. 
· 86% of the participants rated the practical arrangements (venue, refreshments, transport, communication, timing selected for training) as good on a three-point scale (good, average, poor), while 10% and 4% rated the arrangements as average and poor respectively. The highest ‘good’ ratings were for the venue (98%) and the communication about the workshop (93%), while lowest ‘good’ ratings were for transport (79%) and lunch and refreshments (84%).
· 100% of the teachers indicated that the workshop had met (80%) or exceeded (20%) their expectations. 

· 93% of the teachers rated the workshop (information presented, methods used, trainer's demonstrations, effectiveness of the trainer, etc.) as either very good or good on a four-point scale (very good, good, average, poor). The highest (very good) ratings were given for the materials (86%), effectiveness of the trainer (80%) and information provided (80%) while the lowest (very good) rating was for the opportunity to practise during the workshop (64%).
· 98% indicated that the workshop had prepared them to implement the programme in their classes.
· 100% of the teachers were motivated to implement the programme: 83% were highly motivated and 17% were moderately motivated
