I learnt a great deal, it was interesting and (I) definitely learnt innovative ways of teaching concepts.

It's going to help our learners who are shy to talk to develop their language and also how to answer questions in full and ask questions.

It is very valuable in all respects and can also be applied in all subjects. Effective implementation of the programme can improve the results at our school.

It is now much clearer how to engage learners especially the slower ones. We used to assume that our learners … understand what we are saying, but I now realize how limited our learners' vocabulary can be, … (however) it is in my hands to broaden it (their vocabulary). We must teach learners from known to unknown.

The BCP teaches concepts that assist learners to think, reason and organise their thoughts, ideas and to work systematically.

I learnt to give attention to detail at all times. Not just to think about concepts, but to name/speak about them and use the correct vocabulary. It develops higher-order-thinking -a major problem for most learners. Children with no prior knowledge can be taught how to think!

I think this programme can be implemented from Grade R and throughout the phase; that is, from Grade R- Grade 3 … it should be … (used) to help all learners in the Foundation Phase.
