Summary of Quantitative Data

· 27 out of 32 teachers who attended the training completed the survey. 

· Breakdown of participants: Grade R = 22% , Grade 1 = 26%, Grade 2 = 22%, Learning Support Teachers and Therapists = 30% 

·  92% of the teachers attended all 4 of the training sessions. Only two teachers were not able to attend a session.
·  73% of the teachers rated the practical arrangements (venue, refreshments, registration, communication, day of the week selected for training) as good on a three-point scale (good, average, poor), while 23% and 4% rated the arrangements as average and poor respectively. 
· 96% of the teachers indicated that the workshop had met or exceeded (52%) their expectations, while 4% said they were uncertain. 

· 100% of the teachers rated the workshop (information presented, methods used, trainer's demonstrations, effectiveness of the trainer, etc.) as either very good or good on a four point scale (very good, good, average, poor). The highest (very good) ratings were given to the trainer’s demonstration with the learners (96%) and to the effectiveness of the trainer (88%).
· 96% indicated that the workshop had prepared them to implement the programme in their classes.
· 100% of the teachers were motivated to implement the programme: 77% were highly motivated and 23% were moderately motivated
