Summary of Quantitative Data

· 19 out of 25 teachers who attended the training completed the survey. 

· Breakdown of participants: Grade 1 = 33%, Grade 2+3 = 39%, Learning Support Teachers = 28% 

·  84% of the teachers attended all 5 of the training sessions. Only three teachers were not able to attend a session.
·  60% of the teachers rated the practical arrangements (venue, refreshments, registration, communication, timing selected for training) as good on a three-point scale (good, average, poor), while 35% and 5% rated the arrangements as average and poor respectively. The highest (average) ratings were for the timing of the workshop (58%) and for refreshments (42%). These ratings seem to indicate some concerns about these aspects of the workshop.
· 100% of the teachers indicated that the workshop had met (63%) or exceeded (37%) their expectations. 

· 100% of the teachers rated the workshop (information presented, methods used, trainer's demonstrations, effectiveness of the trainer, etc.) as either very good or good on a four point scale (very good, good, average, poor). The highest (very good) rating was given for the information provided (79%) while the lowest (very good) rating was for the opportunity to practise during the workshop (42%).
· 100% indicated that the workshop had prepared them to implement the programme in their classes.
· 100% of the teachers were motivated to implement the programme: 88% were highly motivated and 12% were moderately motivated

· The sessions were very interactive which helped to create clarity and made me feel more confident as a mediator.

· The programme makes us as teachers think how we go about giving instructions … with an emphasis on being precise and accurate.
· I think the more I implement the programme in my class the more I will improve and come up with better questioning skills.

· The mediator does not assume that children know, she draws the child’s attention to detail and encourages independent thought.

· It would be good for the programme to be offered to all teachers at all schools.
