Teacher Evaluation: Qualitative Feedback

1. I was very interested in all BCP because the lecturer explained clearly and his examples were clear and his questions were clear. There was no need for improvement because everything was clear and I learnt more … about children. We are Grade R teachers and we need to be upgraded to a FP level.
2. All of the course was effective. Colour to me was the best one … it is easy to identify an object by its colour, colour is the first thing that you see… Number and letter. I feel that it needs to be extended to all the PF. Thumbs up for the BCP.

3. Colour, Shape and Size … I am confident (about) teaching the previous mentioned basic concepts after the course because they were thoroughly demonstrated … and how to teach them. Number and letter.

4. Learning through play and to encourage creative thinking. All educators need to do this course so that we can do this (work) at the same time. Thank you. Need more student demonstrations to show the steps of the model so that when we go back to the classroom (we can) demonstrate (mediate) with confidence… however thank you for all the effort.
