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A Summary Teachers’ Evaluation Of Training
Christel House, Foundation Phase (July 2014)

Quantitative Data: 

· 15 out of 17 teachers who attended the training completed the survey. Two teachers were absent at the final session.

· 67% of the teachers attended all 4 of the training sessions. 5 teachers were prevented from attending the third session because of violent strikes in Langa. One teacher went for eye surgery after the second session and another teacher left on a pre-arranged holiday after the third session.
· 100% of the teachers thought the workshop had either met or exceeded their expectations.  
· A majority of the participants rated the practical arrangements (venue, communication about training, timing) for the training as good. 
· 98% of the teachers rated the workshop (information presented, methods used, trainer's demonstrations, effectiveness of the trainer, etc.) as either very good or good.  

· 14 teachers (100%) indicated that the workshop had prepared them to implement the programme in their class 

· 100% of the teachers were motivated to implement the programme: 92% were highly motivated and 8% were moderately motivated. 

Qualitative: A selection of teacher comments
· I was blown away. 

· Training was out of this world. I would definitely recommend (this training) to everyone as… (they) would definitely benefit from attending. 
· I learnt so much from the workshop for example, giving detailed instructions to learners…these are things I always took for granted. 

· Very informative sessions. Gained so much. Looking forward to applying the knowledge acquired 

· I have gained so much from the BCP. My learners will benefit greatly and I am eager to implement. 

· With the learners that we have at our school, I am sure it will make learning easier and enjoyable. 

· It made me rethink how I teach and how I can change the language I use. 

· You were very good presenter …the way you did everything with us. I now have (a better) understanding and knowledge of how to teach … in a classroom. 

· Basic concepts are very important because they form the basis of learning. If the basic concepts are not taught well there will be real problems for learning later on. 

· I am motivated to work with a group of children from my community and introduce the basic concepts teaching approach.
· The BCP is the best place to start for learners with limited vocabulary and for closing the (vocabulary) gap. I also learnt how to mediate. 

· Teaching concepts and not content is important. Use of visual and concrete aids. Language development. The need to be specific. Children need to be engaged in learning. 

· All the information presented was essential for foundation phase teachers. 

· When we started he (the presenter) asked us what we wanted to achieve …. I answered, ‘strategies’, and he did exactly that.
