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Summary Of Teachers’ Evaluation Of Training: Part 1
Quantitative Data: 

· All (11) teachers who attended the training completed the survey. 
· 100% of the teachers attended both days of training (7hrs).

· 100% of the teachers thought the workshop had either met or exceeded their expectations.  
· 100% of the teachers rated the venue and communication about training as good, whereas 50% of the teachers rated the refreshments/food as either good or average. 
·  45% of the participants rated the day selected for training as good while the remainder rated these arrangements as average. (3 Point Scale: Good, Average, Poor)

· 70% rated the transport as good (scale as above).
· 99% of the teachers rated the workshop (information presented, methods used, materials, trainer's demonstrations, effectiveness of the trainer, etc.) as either very good or good on a four-point scale (Very good, Good, Average, Poor).

· 100% of the teachers were motivated to implement the programme:           7 teachers were highly motivated and 3 were moderately motivated.  One teacher did not respond.
· 100% the teachers felt either strongly positive (4) or positive (7) about being coached inside their classroom.

· The basic concepts help the learners to expand their vocabulary and to be confident. 

· The basic concepts programme will help us to teach the learners to understand very clearly and to go step-by-step until they understand. 

·  I learnt that you must not tell the learners the answers. 

· It is important that we must always use the (conceptual) language so that our learners get used to these words. 

· Next time learners will have more vocabulary… but it needs preparation (to teach them this vocabulary). Please visit us (we need to be) supported on how to use the programme. 

· The programme was fruitful to us. I think our learners in Kwena Basin will benefit a lot... (from it and) even for other learners around the country. I would like … the trainer to come again  so that we can get more and more information. The project is in line with the CAPS. The trainer was so good …  that we (the teachers had to) make a (shift) in our mind... that we are going to (implement) at our schools.
