Summary of Quantitative Data

· All 14 teachers who attended the training completed the survey 

· Breakdown of participants: Grade R = 3, Grade 1 = 5, Grade 2 = 3, Grade 3 = 3 
· 79% of the teachers attended all 5 of the training sessions. One teacher missed two sessions because of exams while 3 other teachers had medically related reasons.
·  75% of the teachers rated the practical arrangements (venue, refreshments, communication, day of the week selected for training, etc.) as good on a three-point scale (good, average, poor), while 17% rated the arrangements as average. 
·  100% of the teachers indicated that  the workshop had either exceeded (21%) or met (79%) their expectations 

·  100% of the teachers rated the workshop (information presented, methods used, trainer's demonstrations, effectiveness of the trainer, etc.) as either very good or good on a four point scale (very good, good, average, poor). The three highest rankings were for the: i) demonstrations with learners, ii) information provided, and iii) methods used for teaching (100%, 93% and 86% respectively)
·  92% (13) indicated that the workshop had prepared them to implement the programme in their classes, while 1 did not agree that it had adequately prepared her
· 92% (13) of the teachers were  highly motivated to implement the programme, while 1 teacher was moderately motivated

· The Basic Concepts Programme is basically the same as Vygotsky's Zone of Proximal Development. It is a way of teaching… it gives individuals a way to structure their thinking and reasoning. With this programme, the teacher becomes a mediator and not just a source of information. 

· I recommend that Dr Benjamin visits us in the near future for support and feedback - it should not be a once off visit.
