· 20 educators attended the meeting
· A diverse group of educators from Metro South, Metro Central and Metro East attended the meeting 
· The following schools were represented: Christel House, Arcadia Primary, Parkvale Primary, Masivuke Primary, Sivuyiseni Primary, Vukukhanya Primary, Siyabulela Primary, Parkwood Primary. 

· Main questions and topics raised at the meeting: -

i) How to illicit language from learners- various strategies were generated: think-pair-share, use of full sentences, learners ask each other questions
ii) The ‘language deficit’  of learners who come from disadvantaged communities as well as homes where the LOLT is not spoken
iii) The need for a refresher course  

iv) The importance of taking things slowly: focusing on one concept at a time and for an extended period of time
v) The idea of extending the content of the programme, e.g. concept of time and measurement
· 6 teachers from Masivuke had not yet  been trained, but seemed to benefit from attending the meeting
· Mediator Zone (MZ) on Basic Concepts Website – There was a live demonstration of how the MZ will work. Teachers were interested and indicated that they would make use of the MZ
· Some teachers spoke more than others, but towards the end of the meeting valuable contributions were also made by many other teachers
· One teacher suggested that we break into smaller groups according to Grade at the next meeting
· This seemed to be a very positive meeting where all the educators (even those who had not received training) seemed to benefit
