Frances Baard Education District: Evaluation of Teacher Training
(3—4 February, 2020)

Summary of Quantitative Data

· 46 out of 49 Grade R practitioners who attended the training completed the survey. All three of the volunteers who attended the training also completed the survey.
· 100% of the practitioners attended both training sessions. 

·  70% of the practitioners rated the following practical arrangements (venue, refreshments, communication, timing selected for training) as ‘good’ on a three-point scale (good, average, poor). Of the practitioners who needed transport arrangements, 56% rated these arrangements as ‘good’. Only two of the practitioners rated their travel arrangements as ‘average’ and another as ’bad’. This parameter was not applicable to a third of the teachers. 
· 100% of the teachers indicated that the workshop had met (80%) or exceeded (20%) their expectations. 

· 97% of the teachers rated the workshop (information presented, methods used, trainer's demonstrations, effectiveness of the trainer, etc.) as either ‘very good’ or ‘good’ on a four-point scale (very good, good, average, poor). The highest rating was given for the effectiveness of the trainer, trainer’s demonstration with the learner and materials provided (76%, 74% and 74% rated these as ‘very good’) while 71% rated the information provided as ‘very good’. 
· 94% indicated that the workshop had prepared them to implement the programme in their classes while 2% were uncertain and 2% felt that they were not adequately prepared to implement the programe.
· 100% of the teachers were motivated to implement the programme: 64% were highly motivated and 36% were moderately motivated.
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Summary of Qualitative Data: Verbatim Comments
 (some have been translated from Afrikaans)
· The training helped me to learn how to use BCP and find ways to reach or understand the learner. Helps improve the behaviour and language of the children.

· The basic concept programme is easy to understand and implement. The resources used for demonstration were fun and easy to use. 
· The basic concept programme is more advanced as it integrates all other contents that we working with. And its fun and very interesting to learn. 

· The BCP is about the way we talk to the children in class and how we give lessons in class. How we should introduce a topic to the children and mediating with them. How we give instructions to the children and being clear about it. The Basic Concept Programme covers a lot and also special needs children. 

· It explained so much that I am going to interact now in the right manner with my children. My knowledge has really gone much bigger and I'm going to enjoy using every tool and wording in my class. 

· The training is very interesting and I cannot wait to implement it with my learners! 

· For me the programme was very good, it was an eye opener. Because when I teach in class I don’t give full instructions, but now that I have attended this workshop I’m very certain that my learners are going to progress with straight As! Overall evaluation of the training
· The attendance was excellent with all teachers attending both days of the training. We also had 5 officials and 3 volunteers attending.  
· The venue was a challenge. It was 36 degrees and there was no air-conditioning so the heat left everyone exhausted. The fans were noisy and ineffective. The acoustics were also not good. 
· Despite the heat and the venue both days of training went well and the feedback was extremely positive. Comments reflected their enjoyment of it and that they gained ideas they can implement in class.   
· Overall we all felt the training was a significant success and we look forward to seeing the teachers implementing the BCP in the classrooms with as much success!
