Summary of Quantitative Data

· 24 out of 27 teachers who attended the training completed the survey 

· Breakdown of participants: Grade R = 9% , Grade 1 = 61%, Grade 2+3 = 4%, Learning Support Teachers and Advisors = 26% 

·  74% of the teachers attended all 5 of the training sessions. 

·  92% of the teachers rated the practical arrangements (venue, refreshments, communication, day of the week selected for training, etc.) as good on a three-point scale (good, average, poor), while 8% rated the arrangements as average. 
· 100% of the teachers indicated that  the workshop had either met (54%) or exceeded (46%) their expectations 

·  98% of the teachers rated the workshop (information presented, methods used, trainer's demonstrations, effectiveness of the trainer, etc.) as either very good or good on a four point scale (very good, good, average, poor). The highest (very good) ratings were given to the Trainer (81%), Information presented (79%), Trainer’s Demonstrations (79%) and to the Methods used during the training (79%).
·  100% indicated that the workshop had prepared them to implement the programme in their classes.
·  100% of the teachers were motivated to implement the programme: 87% were highly motivated and 13% were moderately motivated.

· It is an approach not a method. It is going beyond - so that children have an understanding and are not drilled. It is an approach that can be used for teaching any concept. It is teaching children to really think and communicate effectively.

· My understanding is that we as teachers should use formal conceptual language together with the teaching model to teach basic concepts. And that basic concepts knowledge forms the basis for all learning.

· I learnt that it not about content but concepts. Teach less but go deeper.

· Concept Teaching makes sense!!!

· Basic Concepts is about building understanding. 

· Once concepts are taught it allows the learner to think critically and learning becomes easier. Teachers should also use conceptual language when teaching…

· Basic Concepts is a step-by-step approach towards teaching. The focus is on understanding - what you know and being able to give a reason for your answer - it also helps the child to be accurate and precise. The programme develops the child’s self-esteem and gives them the ability to reason and use language.

· I learned that vocabulary is essential to develop understandings and for communication and that I must use appropriate, concise language during my teaching. I must not make assumptions about my learners’ knowledge.

· The findings of my Baseline Assessment clearly indicated that my learners lack knowledge of Basic Concepts. It was great to have an opportunity to attend a workshop to guide my teaching of basic concepts. I really think this workshop was beneficial as a teacher. It broadened my thinking as an educator.
