A Summary Of Teachers’ Evaluation Of Training

Quantitative Data: 

· 9 out of 10 teachers who attended the training completed the survey. One teacher was absent at the final session.

· 90% of the teachers attended all 5 of the training sessions.

· 100% of the teachers thought the workshop had either met or exceeded their expectations.  
· 64% of the teachers rated the practical arrangements (venue, communication about training, timing and refreshments) for the training as good on a three-point scale (Good, Average, Poor), while 36% rated the arrangements as average.
· 100% of the teachers rated the workshop (information presented, methods used, trainer's demonstrations, effectiveness of the trainer, etc.) as either very good or good on a four-point scale (Very good, Good, Average, Poor).
· 8 teachers (89%) indicated that the workshop had prepared them to implement the programme in their class, while 1 teacher was uncertain. 

· 100% of the teachers were motivated to implement the programme:           7 teachers were highly motivated and 1 was moderately motivated. 

Qualitative Data:
· Very informative. Very well presented. Very good use of visual aids. 

· I now have a broader knowledge of how to teach various concepts and reach all intelligences and learning styles. 

· The workshop was very good. Facilitator was brilliant, interacted well. He knew what he was speaking about. What stood out for me - was not teaching the content, but (how to) teach the concept. So much vocabulary is elicited …, which allows the learner to think and reason. The BCP is also interlinked with CAPS...

· I am excited to see the change and development in my children.
·  I have (already) tried some of the mediation methods and they work very well. 

· The programme expands the learner’s knowledge by allowing them to initialize and apply.

· Now I can help shy learners or any learner ... the basic concepts programme (helps learners to)… think and reason for themselves.
· The programme helps us to: i) understand our learners better, ii) improve their vocabulary and use of language, iii) improve their self-confidence and iv) prepare our Grade Rs  for Grade 1. 

· I learnt how to use the Basic Concepts Programme- where to start and to teach the concepts and not the content. Never to be afraid to stretch learners and to push them (to learn more). I also learnt how to mediate and give specific and clear instructions.

· We now have the tools to start implementing the BCP.
